After the bishop’ prayer, “The grace divine...’, the clergy sing “Lord, have mercy”, thrice; the
choir then responds with ‘Kyrie Eleison’, slowly, covering two secret prayers by the bishop, and a
litany secretly read by the first priest (for a priestly ordination; by adeacon for a diaconal ordination).

Greek Chant
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In some places, we repeat if necessary.
Inquire with the bishop for clarification.
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
